If you checked this box, you are required to perform a weekly monitoring test to show that the temperature on the outlet side of the refrigerated condenser on the transfer dryer is less than or equal to 45oF AND that the difference between the inlet and outlet temperature of the refrigerated condenser on the transfer washer is greater than or equal to 20oF.  (You may use Form DC-06 to record this information.)

If you checked this box, you are required to perform a weekly monitoring test with a colorimetric detector tube to show that the concentration of perc inside the dry cleaning machine drum at the end of the drying cycle is not over 300 parts per million.  (You may use Form DC-07 to record this information.)

��� FORMCHECKBOX ���I use a room enclosure on a transfer machine.

If you checked this box, you are required to vent all air from inside the room enclosure through a carbon adsorber.  The room enclosure must be constructed of materials impermeable to perc, and must be designed and operated to maintain a negative pressure at all times while the transfer machine is operating.
