The general permit contains limitations to keep the potential-to-emit for all criteria pollutants except lead under 95 tons per year, under 0.5 tons per year for lead, under 5 tons per year of any single hazardous air pollutant (HAP) and under 12.5 tons per year of all HAPs combined.

	q No. Continue on to question 2.





2.	Since August 7, 1980, have actual emissions of any criteria pollutant ever exceeded 250 tons per year? (Refer to past Emission Inventory Reports.)

	q Yes.  Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 3.





3.	Are any of the emission units at your hot mix asphalt plant subject to any New Source Performance Standards other than 40 CFR pt. 60 subp. I (Hot Mix Asphalt Plant Performance Standard) or 40 CFR pt. 60, subp. Kb (Liquid Petroleum and Volatile Organic Liquid Storage Vessel Performance Standard)?

	q Yes. Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 4.





4.	Will your plant ever operate in an area designated as nonattainment for PM10 (see attached map) during the term of the permit?

	q Yes. Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 5. 



5. 	Does your plant operate a thermal oxidizer for control of VOC emissions from the production of hot mix asphalt?

	q Yes. Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 6.



6.	Do/will you use any fuels other than diesel fuel (distillate oil), natural gas, propane or gasoline, in your internal combustion engine(s)?

	q Yes. Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 7.



7.	Do/will you agree to the requirements for unpaved roads as specified in the permit (see Attachment B to HM-CALC) to minimize fugitive dust emissions and receive a credit for 50 or 75 percent reduction in particulate emissions from vehicle traffic? 

	q Yes.  Choose one: q 75 percent	   q50 percent;   Continue on to question 8.

	q No; Your plant still qualifies but your actual emissions and fees will not reflect any reduction in emissions. 	q Yes; Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue to question 14.



14.	Did you have to perform an air toxics review?

	q Yes. Continue on to question 15.

	q No. Go to question 16a.



15.  Did the toxics review result in the need for source spcific permit conditions?

	q Yes. Your plant does not qualify for this general permit.

	q No. Continue on to question 16a.



16a.  Do you plan to burn fuel with a sulfur content of greater than 0.70 percent by weight?

	q Yes. Go to question 16b.

	q No. Continue on to question 17.



16b. If you will be using a fuel with a sulfur content of greater than 0.70 percent by weight, was your plant in compliance with the Minnesota Ambient Air Quality Standard for SO2 using EPA’s SCREEN3 model to determine ambient air concentrations when burning this fuel? (See Minn. R. 7011.0903 for more information.)

17. This is meant to help you determine if the requirements of NSPS Subpart Kb apply to the storage tanks at your facility. NSPS stands for New Source Performance Standard. It can be found in part 60 of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (40 CFR pt. 60). Subpart Kb contains specific standards for storage tanks larger than 40 m3  (10,568 gallons) that have been built modified or rebuilt since July 23, 1984.
