1a)	AQ Facility ID No. -- Fill in your Air Quality Facility ID Number.  This is the first eight digits of the permit number for all new permits issued under the  new operating permit program.  In the future, this number will replace the AQ File Number in item 1b) below.  If your facility has never been issued a permit under this program, leave this line blank.

1b)	AQ File No. -- Fill in your AQ File Number.  This is the first group of characters in an Air Emission Facility Permit which was issued before October 1993.  For example, given permit number 1899AB-93-OT-1, the AQ Facility ID number would be 1899AB.  If you have never had an air quality permit, leave this line blank.

2)	Facility Name -- Enter your facility name.



This certification must be signed by a “responsible official,” who is the person who performs policy or decision making functions for the company.  A delegate may be allowed in some cases.  Please refer to Minn. R. 7007.0100, subp. 21 (below) for the definition as it appears in the rule.

Exceptions:  Applications for an Administrative Amendment (Form MOD-03) or any notification provide on Forms MOD-09, MOD-13, or MOD-15 do not need to be certified by a responsible official.  For these applications or notifications, any facility official may sign the certification.

It is recommended that you not sign the certification until you have completed your application and are ready to submit it.

Minn. R. 7007.0100  DEFINITIONS



Subp. 21.  Responsible official.  "Responsible official" means one of the following: 

      A.  For a corporation:  a president, secretary, treasurer, or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy or decision-making functions for the corporation, or a duly authorized representative of such person if the representative is responsible for the overall operation of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities applying for or subject to a permit and either: 

(1) the facilities employ more than 250 persons or have gross annual sales or expenditures exceeding $25,000,000 (in second quarter 1980 dollars); or 

(2) the delegation of authority to such representatives is approved in advance by the agency. 

      B.  For a partnership or sole proprietorship:  a general partner or the proprietor, respectively, or a duly authorized representative of such person if the representative is responsible for the overall operation of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities applying for or subject to a permit and the delegation of authority to a representative is approved in advance by the agency. 

      C.  For a municipality, state, federal, or other  public agency:  either a principal executive officer or ranking elected official or a duly authorized representative of such person if the representative is responsible for the overall operation of one or more facilities applying for or subject to a permit and the delegation of authority to a representative is approved in advance by the agency.  For the purposes of this part, a principal executive officer of a federal agency includes the chief executive officer having responsibility for the overall operations of a principal geographic unit of the agency (for example, a regional administrator of EPA). 
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
