Directions for the Application Forms





STEP 1


The first step in the application process is to determine if your facility qualifies for the nonmetallic mineral processing general permit.  Form NM-QU, which begins on page 4 of the application package, is a checklist that will help you determine if you qualify for this general permit.





Question 6e refers to a voluntary compliance initiative and an application due date of June 15, 1996.  Please ignore this question since this date has passed and the initiative is over.





If you determine that you qualify, you will need to complete the rest of the permit application.  Continue to STEP 2.  If you do not qualify, you should contact the MPCA for additional assistance. STEP 2


Complete forms CP-01, CR-03 (if applicable), CR-01, and GI-01.  The cover page, certification forms and the general information forms are self explanatory.  The AQD file number listed on the forms is a number the Air Quality Division assigns to your facility to track information.  If you have not submitted information to the Air Quality Division, you have not been assigned a number and do not need to fill in this information.  If you do not know your AQD file number, leave the line blank.





STEP 3


The next step is to complete form NM-EQ.  This form requires you to list the pieces of equipment you have at sites to be covered by the general permit that are subject to Subpart OOO of the New Source Performance Standards (NSPS).  Detailed instructions for filling out this form are included in the application package.  It is important to note any units for which notifications or performance tests were required but have not completed or conducted.  This information will help you with other parts of the application and submittal forms (e.g. test plan form).

You should also keep a copy of the NM-EQ form and update it as you add subject equipment to your operations.  A copy of this form is also included in the submittal application of the package.  You will be required to submit any necessary additional NSPS notifications during the life of your general permit using the NM-EQ form as explained in the form’s instructions.





STEP 4


When you apply for the general permit, you need to complete the NM-RE form for each site at which you intend to operate.  This form has also been included in the submittal forms package.  During the life of your general permit, if you intend to operate at a site that you have not told us about, you must submit this form 48 hours before you begin operations at that site.





STEP 5


Complete the IA-01 form.  The form contains a list of activities that are considered insignificant activities for air quality purposes.  Look over the attached list and list any activities on the form that you may have at your sites to be covered under the general permit.





STEP 6


The last step is to complete the CD-02 Compliance Certification Form.  The forms provide prompts to help you determine if you are in compliance with the air quality rules.





Submittal Forms and Sample Permit





The submittal forms package includes:


NSPS equipment form, NM-EQ


new location notification form, NM-RE


a test plan form, NM-TP


a deviation reporting form, NM-DRF


a annual compliance certification form, NM-CR





These submittal forms should be used in conjunction with your general permit for submitting appropriate reports and notifications.  The sample general permit will help you understand what requirements you will need to comply with, once you receive the general permit.
