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The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) Tanks and Emergency Response Section (TERS) File Request Program has been developed to provide information to the public from the TERS files and databases.  Parties requesting information are asked to fill out a form titled “Leak/Spill and Underground Storage Tank File Request Form."  All requests are completed in the order they are received.  The amount of time it takes to complete a request varies, however, requests can usually be completed within one to two weeks.








WHAT INFORMATION IS PROVIDED THROUGH THE TANKS AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE SECTION FILE REQUEST PROGRAM?





Leaking Storage Tank Information:  Files regarding reported petroleum-related releases from underground and aboveground storage tanks are available for review and copying.  Lists of leaking storage tank sites are available by state, county, city and zip code.  The lists include the address; site identification number; date the leak was reported;  date the file was closed, if applicable; and the MPCA TERS staff person overseeing the project.





Spills Information:  All spills reported to the MPCA are recorded and distributed to the appropriate regulatory program.  Information from the spill files is available for review or copying.  Lists of spills reported to the MPCA are available by county and city.  Agricultural-related spills are regulated by the Department of Agriculture.





Underground Storage Tank Information:  Lists are available for all registered underground storage tanks by county, city and zip code.   Information available includes the number of tanks, facility type, tank number, tank capacity, tank status and the product stored in each tank.





Aboveground Storage Tank Information:  Lists are available for all registered aboveground storage tanks.  For more information contact Chris Bashor at 612/297-8618.








HOW MUCH DOES THIS SERVICE COST?





Currently, the cost associated with performing this service is $90 per hour with a minimum charge of $22.50.  Also, there is a charge of 20 cents for each page copied.  In accordance with Minnesota law, parties requesting assistance through this program must reimburse the MPCA for the cost of providing the assistance.  All reimbursements collected will be deposited in the Minnesota Environmental Fund

The MPCA Ground Water and Solid Waste Division/Program Development Section  (GWSW/PD) Property Transfer File Evaluation Program reviews selected agency files for evidence of contamination within a one mile radius of a particular address.  





Files reviewed as part of the evaluation include the National Priorities List; the Permanent List of Priorities; Comprehensive Response, Compensation and Liability Information System (CERCLIS); Regulatory Compliance, Hazardous Waste Enforcement Log; List of Permitted Solid Waste Facilities; Hazardous Waste Permit Unit Project Identification List; 1980 Metropolitan Area Waste Disposal Site Inventory; 1980 Statewide Open Dump Inventory; Air Quality Permits; RCRA Large Quantity Generators; Property Transfer Technical Review List; List of Facilities with Air Emission Violations;  Registered Underground Storage Tanks; Leaking Petroleum Storage Tanks and Reported Spills. 





Even though the MPCA GWSW/PD File Evaluation Program identifies sites listed in the MPCA TERS database, the specific information from the files will have to be requested through the MPCA TERS File Request Program.
