RE:  Letter of Warning- Delinquent Air Quality Submittals – Semi-Annual Deviations Report (DRF-02) for Facility ID No. 03700070
Dear Mr. Gorski:

This is a Letter of Warning (LOW) issued by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) to Sanimax amx LLC (Regulated Party) for alleged violations of delinquent air quality submittals at the Regulated Party’s facility located in Minnesota. The MPCA has sufficient information to allege that the Regulated Party has violated the following provisions of federal regulations, state statutes, rules, or permit conditions: 

1.  AIR EMISSIONS PERMIT NO. 03700070, TABLE B: RECURRENT SUBMITTALS, Semi-Annual Deviations Report. 

Due 30 days after end of each calendar half-year following Permit Issuance… 

Minn. Stat. § 116.091 SYSTEMS AND FACILITIES.

Subd. 1. Information. Any person operating any emission system or facility specified in chapter 114C or section 116.081, subdivision 1, when requested by the pollution control agency, shall furnish to it any information which that person may have which is relevant to pollution or the rules or provisions of this chapter. 
The MPCA staff conducted a file review of the 2006 monitoring files of the Regulated Party 

and found that the Regulated Party has not submitted the Semi-Annual Deviations Report by

July 30, 2006. 

The Semi-Annual Deviations Report (DRF-02) is required to be submitted twice a year. The Regulated Party is required to report all deviations from permit conditions and state rules and statutes in this report. The report for the first half of the year, January 1 to June 30, is due by 

July 30 of each year. The report for the second half of the year, July 1 to December 31, is due January 30 of the following year. The Semi-Annual Deviations Report was received on 
October 31, 2008.
To address the alleged violations cited in this LOW, the Regulated Party is to complete the following actions:

1. Within 10 days after receipt of this LOW, submit a statement certifying that the Regulated Party will ensure that all future Semi-Annual Deviation and Annual Compliance Certification report submittals are submitted in a timely fashion, in accordance with Air Emissions Permit No. 03700070. The statement should describe the procedures that will be implemented by the Regulated Party to ensure timely submittals.

If you believe the allegations in this LOW are incorrect, please respond in writing within ten days after receiving this LOW and explain any inaccuracies. Please contact me at 218-529-6255 if you have any questions about the LOW.
